Christina Cooley, HCV Supervisor, presented the FY 2023/2024 Administrative
Plan Revisions for the Housing Choice Voucher (HCV) Program, noting that many changes are
through the Housing Opportunities to Modernization Act (HOTMA), which must be implemented
no later than January 1, 2025. She opened the floor for public comments.

Ms. Cooley said that she does not
have the exact number of participants that would be affected by the new regulation terminating
participants for assets over $100,000.
